Last week I sent youn the
address delivered by the Rev.
Dr H. Pereira Mendes at the

banquet tendered to *“Reform”
Rabbis by the Judeans. Since
then the orthodox Jews held a
mass meeting to protest against
the anti-Jewish tendency of the
Conference The following is a
copy ofa report of the Orthodox
Rabbis upon the recent Conven-
tion of “Reformed” Rabbis,
which speaks for itseffi-—

While repudinting the aut Immy of the
Conterence of Am.eriean Rallas’" tospeak
Judmsty, we eonsider thut the publi-

w'y given to its recent deliberations m
Now York City demmnds a reply in the
name of traditional Judaisin.

Matters nffecting Judaisin as n whole
can be  lepislated upan only by an ns-
sembly which fulfills the requirements
ndientod in Holy Writ. that 13 to suy,
celders” (Num xi, 16), “able men, God-
fearing wen, men of trath, hating profie”
(Fxod. xviii, 21}, “wise men, men of un-
derstanding, nen of m(grlnmu] vepat-
atton” (Deut, 1., 13), Or, to state thisin
]luhﬂnt day rabbimesl terms, the mem-
Lers of & rabbinical conference must he
men who by virtue of profonnd and
thorough  wequintance with - Bible and
Tuhnudic aud  rabbinical codes and by
virine of enrnest and stncore piety 1 the
tradstionnl nnd - historienl  sepse are in-
teiloctunlly qualified to interprot and
exponnd the tuw for universal Jowry.

And even o conference thus qualified
hns no power to nhrogate any comnnund-
went of the Divine law or any practice
enjoined by it, In o Jewish the alwoga-
won of Divine precepts does not aidmit
evon of discussion.

Therefore such questions as Sabbnth
transforence to  Sunday, mooted at a
former conference, or intermarriage moot-
«i nt this latest conference, cannoy be
even considered at any  Jewish conven-
tion, And certainly not at n *Conference

* of  Awerican Ral;his," representing ng
this does only a small section of  Ameri-
eun Judaisy ealled  American reform,
which differs from -European Reform

Audassm and differs totally from Orthod-

ox Judaism in ail countries, Thero is but

une historical Judaistn.

We regret that the voie of the recent
“Conference’” ofsAmerican Heform Rabe-

. ence must also be condemned,

bis against intermarriuge was so fosble
that 1t may be misinterpreted and
that tho resolution as adopted was 80
inadequately - worded as to be aimost
equivocal.

Marriage with persons of other faiths

is prohbited to the believing Hebrew by .

the Bibleand religious codes. The motive
is the simple one of protecting the relig-
ious and spiritual integrity of our people,
which must inevitally be destroyed by
intermarriage with those of alien faith.

Intermarriage _is roligious suicide.
Rabbis surely cannot debate the permis-
sibility of suicide

We rogret further that membrs of the
“Conference found it necessary to base
the right of reform Judaism to exist upon
unjustified aspersions on historical or
Orthodox  Judsism. We censure the
neglect of the *‘Conference” to disavow
such public utterances of its members.

Statements were made that “Orthodox
Judnism has stopped up the wells of
spiritual life,”” and that Orthodox Juda-
ism had divorced religion from morality.”
These are calumnious in the highest
degree. The Divine law, the well of
spitiiusl life, has. been through the
centuries the ingpiration of  Orthodox
Jews, [t is to-day the iuspiration of those
Orthodox Jews 1n Russia, Romnanie and
elsewhera to remain fuithful to their
religion who by forsaking it con'd escape
persecnuon, mnssacre and every form of
misery,

The reported assertion that the Bible
is not divinely authoritative, agreeing
with ntterances frow the sane sonrce in
former years, cannot be too strongly eon-
demned,  Coming, as1t 18 smd to have
come, from the lips of the principal of
the Hebr-w Uunion Colleve, it sugurs the
death of Judaism in the hearts of snch
of its stndents as follow such radical
tenchings. We therefore would wish to
see that assertion repudinted Ly the
officers of the conference and by the
faculty of the college as well us by the
spenker,

Finally the presentatin of Zionism
given by another member of the confer-
For it is
incorreet, untisto ieal and a misrepre-
santation to state that Octhodox Jews
wmnst all live in Palestine or that Israel
does not covstitute u nation,

Tho fulfillment of cur mission involves
our Living in all Innds. “And I will sow
poople, and they shall remember me in
far off conntries” (Zech. x., 9). As to
eterntiy of our nation, “Thuy saith the
Lord, who giveth the sun for a li ht by
day and the ordinances of the moon and
of the stars for a hght by nighy, who
divideth the sea when the waves therent
roar. The Lord of hosts is Ihs nawe. If
those ordinances depart from before me,
suith the Lord, then the sead of Israel
slso shall cease frow being a nation before
me forever” (fer, xxxi., 35, 86).

Zionism  means more tban a Innd for
the Hebrews, cspecinlly for persecuted
Hebrews. It means the development of

God’s Ii gdom on earth, aspir.tunl king-
dom a3 Israel is a spiricual nation. The
ion of TPalesun@ ds a menns to
ud and is to seattored_I-rael what
gogae or temple is toits seatsered
meml)ela, the centre of nationul spiritual
inspiration.

It is axiomatic that these doctrines of
Judaism do not in the slizhtest degree

conflict  with loyalty to the idenls of

citizenship n any land. “Seck ye the
pence of the city. pray unto the Lord for
it, for iu the peace thereof shall ye have
pence. (Jor. xxix., 7.

his death, composed 2 letter, which
he gave out to be his last will and
testament, and ordered to be sent t»
her as soon as he had breathed his
last.

“(onsider, dear.mother,” wrote he,
“that ail things are fleeting and that
manisdestined todie. Nothing sur-
vives, and nothing escapes decay.
Hence, your son, great though he be,
must perish too. But, dear mother,
remember that he was not like unto
ordinary mortals. He was a mighty
and valiant king, not like the little
kings onearth. Conduct thyself, there-
fore, as befitsthe mother of a great
king,and do not spend thy days in
Jamentation. I herewith ordain that
alarge palace be built, large enough
to hold great multitudes. On a cer-
tain day, to be set apait by thee, let
all the princes of the kingdom be
assembled thedukesand dignitaries
and all . conditions of people shall
come to celebrate the event. And
instead of mourning and lamentation,
thereshall be feasting and rejoicing
within those gates. But, I stipulate
that no one shall be permitted to
partake of those festivities who has
suffered pain or sorrow or bereave-
ment.”

After Alexanderdied, and hismoth-
er had learned his wishes with re-
gard to the celebration of the event,
she caused a great banquet to be
prepared, according to the dir -ctions
of her departed son. ‘The day was
set and everything was in  waiting.
She expected a large number of
guests to participate in the festival,
but lo! she waited and waited at the
stated hour and no one appeared.  In
great astonishment she turned to her
people who were in attendance, and
asked: “What is the meaning of a'l
this? Where are all the people whom
I had invited to this feast?” “Know,
O Queen," said one of her scrvants,
“thou didst issue a decree to the
effect thatall who have had sorrow,
or who have experienced pain, are to
be debarred from thisbanquet.

““Thereis no oue amoug thy people
who can say that he has never
grieved, or that death has not visited
his house; hence no one attends.
Each broods over his sorrow, each
nurses his pain. Man was made to
mourn.”

Upon hearing this,the queen cried
out: “O Alexander, my son, iny son,
thon wert indeed wise tohave thought
of this means of solacing me. Thou
didst desire to proveto me that sor-
row is universal, and that if we in-
quired into the lives of others, we
wo 1ld find that, great or snall, rich
or poor, none are exempt from trial
and suffering.

Why is+Mr. Magnns opposed to
the rebnilling of Zion, "although
there is no fibre of his Jewish con-
sciousness “that does not thrill to
the praver for the Kestoration”? It
is because he believes in the so-
called Mission of Israel, because he
holds the view that the Jews have
been dispersed in order to disse-
minate the principles f righteons-
nesss, to advance the age of universal
peace, and that a return to Palestine
would thwart the design ot Provid-
cuce.  What authority is there in
Scripture or tradition for this view?
If Mr. Maguus were right, if our
people did indeed hold the faith that
they muost remain for ever scattered
in order to subserve a mission, we
should expect proof of this in the
prayer-bonk, the only anthentic and
irrefutable evidence of their beliefs,
hopes and ideals.  We should expeet
to find prayers that God shold nof
“gather onr dispersed ones  from
amony the natiof that He shoulldl
sof tebuild Jernsalem “speedily in
our days,” hist that He should post-
pone the bailding nnto the very end
of time.  And at the S.der Service
on bassover night we onght to say
not “Next year in Jerusal
“Nextcentury in Jer:
what do we actually find? The

words are plain and vnmistakable:
“Because of our sins have we been
exiled from ovr land.” The dfsper-
sion was regarded as a punishment,
and not as a blessing, and that is
the view still held by the overwlhel-
ming mass of Jews. There are some
who look tpon dispersion as an end,
a glorions end in itself, and Mr.
Magnus is of their nmmber. But
this view* like that concerning the
dislocat<d and evaporated Ziot, only
came into vogueat the beginuing of
the nineteenth century, thanks to
the efforts of Holdheim and Geig-
er, and it is another of the distin-
snishing doctrines of their school
of thought. It is not a century old;
it is held by a comparatively small
section of our people, and yet Mr.
Magnus wonld represent it—or
misrepresent it—as the ancient and
uninterrupted of all Isracl. Do we
then deny that the Jews have a mis-
sion, do we doubt that they have some
purpose in the world? We agice
and we believe that it is their duty --

as it is:the duty ofevery civilised

people, but more “especially of the
people of the Book to spread the
light of truth and the principles of
justice ; but we deny that it is

necessaty for them to remain in

dispersion in order to fulfil this

function. We declare that as 2

inority in every country of the

world in most of them despised,

oppressed, and outraged, and in

othersonly tolerated —it is impossible

for them to act as teachers to man-

kind.  Study the pages of mediaeval

history, examine the conditions at
the present day, and vou will find
that it i

a mere mockery totalk of
rving as mudels of right-
to the nations and govern-
ments with whom they have come
into contact. They have always
been too weak andtoo few; they
may have evoked individual ‘admir-

ation, but they have always been
attacked by ‘popular resentment.
Think of the Inquisition, of the
Crusaders, ot the Blood Accusation,
think of the expulsions from Spain,
fr- m Eugland and France, and then -
say where and when those who most
needed moral uplifting were in-
fluenced by onr race of martyrs.
Think of "Russia and Roumania,
where half of our people are living,
or trying to live, at the present day,
where they display an intenser piety
than any of their brethren throughout
the world, and where they suffer a
more galling bondage than is to be
fond anywhere else on the face of
the globe, and then say what moral
influence they are exercising, or can
exercise, over theirinhuman oppress-
ors. And finally think of the Jewsin
the Western lands where they are
becoming slowly assimilated, not
ouly in appearance, but in_thought
and ideals, to the surrounding na-
tions, where. they are exposed to
conntless forces of corrosion in their
social, intellect1al, and religious life,
where they are being sapped of their
Jewish indivdnality and weakened in
their racial consciousness, where
they are being slywly absorbed into
their envitonment—so many more
atoms to the general inass  and then
say what mission they are subserving
or can subserve? It is becanse of these
comtless forces of destruction to
which they are exposed that we say
the crying need of the Jewish people
is national regeneration, and that we
advocate the re-establishinéiit of Jew-
ish national lile on Jewish national
soil. T'hen, and ouly then, when we
are able to develop our gifts and capa-
cities free from bondage, whether of
body orsoul, in the inspiring land of
the paslmists and prophets, will we
be able to exert a mission worthy of
the name and worthy of our splendid
heritage. R -

HALLEY'SCOMET.

its Orbit Caiculated and Describe‘d
in Talmud Nineteen Hundred
Years Ago.

BY RABEI JULIUS.T. LOEB.

The scientific world is now filled with
thrilling interest at t' e renppearance of
that mysterions wanderer of the upper
regions known_ns Hnley's comet, the
discovery of which is attributed to the
English a-tronomer, lidmund Halley,
in the year 1882; yet none seems to note
the important fact that soms 19 eenturies
baek the eurlier suges of the Talmud had
already given us an  explieit statement
with reference to the periodical move-
ment of this same celestial body that is

" now nearing our habitable globe. 1In
Taimud, Tractate, page 10, it is plainly
spoken thst “there is & star which ap-
pears once in 70 years and perplexcs the
senfurers.” According to the Talmudic
statement it was Rabbi Jushua Ren
Chapanya, who once having embarked
on a ship in company with the Patriarch
Rabban ~ Gumliel, had reveiled to the
latter this valuable bit of information.
ag he precaleulated the advent of the
comet for just about that time,

Prof. G. Zelcikovitz in tho Jowish
Daily News calls the attention of modern
seientists to this remarkable pnseage
i the Talnud, and he adds that ‘it ig
quite possible thut Edmund Halluy, who
i, the year 1682 is swid to have been
only 86 years of nge, received the inform-
ulior concerning  the septuaresimal
revolution of this comet from some
‘enrned Jew of his tiwe, as tha Talmnd-
iea! compila tions, had been in existence
thep as they are to-day,

That the Talmud here refers to this

same benvenly wanderer ns discovered ~

by Hally, seems 1o e true leyond a
doubt, It is the one and the snme comet _
that has been traced back to the“yenrs
1457 and 1581 ; the sume as was seon by
Kepler in 1607. It wos bmled by lialley
a3 a periodienl visitor in 1682, It nppenr-
ed afterward in 17569, also in 1885; nnd
again it is to reach its pershel:on now in
May, 1910. The period iotervenins le-
tween the regular 1ounds of the comet
thue proves to be a period of 70 und
xome odd years, (Theanges were so used
to be brief in the mention of figures and
things, ns. for instunce, in the ense
of the “Septuagint’ there were 72
doctore—not 70 engaged in the work
of the Bible's first trunslation.)

The supposition, thercfore, by the
many that none before Hulley had the
slightest knowledge of the elliptical orbit
of comets, is alrolutely wrong Even
thrugh we should grant the possibility
that  Edmund Halley, aided -ly the
famous Sir Isnnc Newton and other
soientists of his nge, did solva this pro-
blem nnew by his own personal effort,
without regurd to those who preceded
him—even then the fact remains that

To such and
similar would be prophets we.should hold
out the admonition of Jereminh (Chupter
X., 2): “Thbus hath said the Lord, do
nat habitnate yourselves on the way of
the Genliles, and ot the signs of the

heavens be yo not dismayed : though
tll:a Gentiles should be dismayed at
them.”
