Evidence 18 not wanting that some of our
great men, “*Ashirim,’” in every part of the world,
have a hazy knowledge of the wants of their own
Community. Some do not think of them at all,
and even if they do think, they think of them in a
. most sordid way. Some there are who would

gladly give all their earthly possessions to any-
thing but Jewish charities and inatitutions. There

are others who would sacrifice all their worldly
goods 1if they could only secure a smile or a pat
on their back from their non-Jewish friends.
The London .Jewish Board of Guardians
1= a sufferer from such cases. For several
cecaaes this useful institution has looked
after countless needy cases and made its
utibity felt all round. To-day we are told
that it i1s heading towards bankruptcy. The
situation has grown so tense that one of the lead-
ing members of Anglo-Jewry, L.oRD BEARSTED,
hrastened to contribute £1,000/- provided nine
Tsadikim. in the Community would contribute a
similar sum or eighteen Hassidim will give £500/- .
each. Lorp BEARSTED ends his letter which is
published in the London Jewish Chronicle, with
rhe following significant statement:— =
“What I feel is that the Communal calls cannot be
met by the very few willing donors who subscribe to
them ; and unless there is a greater sense of duty and
the real utility of any object appealing for funds is proved
by a general response, I fear it will be impossible to
continue Communal Charities.”” Opinion in the East End#
of London prevails that the ‘‘charitableness of English
Jews is a thing of the past. Outside the Jewish com-
munity it is still believed that some of the wealthier
Jews are carrying on the traditional liberality and -
generosity of their fathers. The wealthy Jews trade
upon the prevalent. impression abroad, while they. betraj
a meanness with regard!to Jewish institutions, philan-

in any other country save, perhaps France.”

CoNra®n LEevyY’s. absence fror
Shanghai his scheme to fgrm a Hebrew Compan
for the'S.V.C. has not been furthered, as it should
have been, but we have hopes of seeing his pro-

posed plan maturing well in the near future.

We deeply regret to announce the death of Mr.

- Edward Isaac Ezra, which took place on Thursday, the
i6th December, following an apoplectic. dtroke. The
sudden death which occurred, came as a profound shock
to his numerous friends and to the community ‘generally.

1t had been known
that Mr. Ezra had been
in poor health for some
time, suffering from
kidney trouble, but his
untimely death at the
young age of only forty-
one years was totally
unexpected Mr. Ezra
was in his office all
morning on the day
of his death at-
tending . to his duties,

to those who had seca §

him in the forenoon he
appeared to be quite
cheerful. For that rea-
son the shock of his
tragic death, in less
than two hours, to
~ those he had last seen
was  correspondingly
greater. Just before
the —tifin  hour, Mr.

Having gained considerable wealth
during the ‘opium ‘boom, Mr. Ezrs
then confined his attentions - to in-
vestments in real estate, particular
feature of which was the establish-
ment of model houses in Sinza dis-
trict on which over Tls. 1,000,000 is
reported to have been expended. The
activities in this branch of the busi-
ness covered a wide field and now it
is generally believed that Edward
Ezra and Co. are probably ‘the big-

gest property owners in Shanghai.

it one on which it is impossible to
remain silent. If it be difficult to
speak about the death of Mr. Edward
Ezra, it is impossible to be silent.
By the demise of Mr. Ezra the
community has lost a type of Jew

who is becoming rare in our midst..

He possessed the qualities of &
Joseph. He was a man, a great man
—and a Jew and a good Jew. By
his life he had shown the compatibi-
lity of a thorough and conservative
Jew being a man of the world. His
mind was broad, his outlock wide,
his sympathies vast, and withal he
was a Jew to the very backbone
The great world in which he was
taking so prominent a part did not
preculde or slacken his Jewishness,
did- not cool his ardour for his re-
ligion as we see in Shanghai and
other cities in the East, and his life
was regulated _by J udainm and Jewish
ideals. Usages and traditional
customs were no impediments in his
.way. His was not parochial Judaism.
His was a catholic, universal, world-
wide Judaism. To him all Israel
were brethren and not mere co-re-
ligionists.

How many moments of despondency
are experienced by the public work-
er in which he is tempted to explain
like Isaiah: “I have laboured in vain,

I have spent my strength for naught. °
The field to be cultivated is so vast,

the workers are so few and the
seed sown will so often fall upon
stony soll, and, even under the most
favourable circumstances, so long a
time must elapse before it can
yield fruit that such despondent in-

tervals are quite natural. In the °

case of the deceased gentleman these
moments of despondency most have
been like recurring decimals, but his
was a far-reaching influence for good.

The death of Mr. Edward Ezra will
leave a deep gap in our ranks. Our
sorrow is intensified by the thought

that the end had come so suddenly.-

There were radiations from his heart
and soul which touched- and in-
fluenced all who came within the

sphere of his contact. His genius

was versatile.,, Many in Shanghai

owe much to him for his sympathy,

encouragement: and counsel.
What the community has lost by

. his death cannot be falthfully port- -
rayed. The cemetery walls in Baikal -

Road had held “many memorable

gatherings of sad-eyed mourners’

~ whither had gone Tnany persons to
consign the mortal remains of their

nearest and ‘dearest to Mother-

Earth, but seldom, I am sure, have

those walls witnessed such poignant
grief as that which was the occasion

of their asaetnbhng that memorable-

Friday morning. o
Rarely had I seen such widespread

mourning as had been-evoked by the .

sudden home-calling of Edward Ezra.

It is thus no ordinary sorrow that
fills our hea.rta We grieve for the
home pl into instantaneous
mourning for the stricken widow,
the sunshine of whose life has been
so unexpectedly extinguished, ‘for
children deprived at a stroke of the
compa.monnhlp and direction of a
fond and wise father, and our

thoughts go out to that larger home

of destitute Jews in Bhanghai on
whom he had lavished all the

solicitude of a friend and who always

headed the list of any appeal for

ameliorating their condition.

To the home darkened, _indeed, by
his loss, to his wife and children

bereft of their crown and pride, the

heartfelt sympathy of all the Jews -

of Shanghai are extended. May they
receive comfort from the Rock in
whom their dear one trusted and
may they derive strength from the

memories of love and labour he has
left behind.
