Dr. Einstein, how-
ever, is not merely an eminent
scientist of Jew] extraction,
He is a Jewish sctentist. Though
he gave his intellect to the great
world, and projected his thoughts
in the vast spaces of the universe,
transcending. the limitations of
creed and nationality, he has not
deprived his people of his interest
and sympathy.
