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THE MENACE OF “LIBERAL” JUDAISM

W

For the first time in the history of Shanghai Jewry, a
Minister of Reform Judaism has spoken from its platform.
He had spoken on topics of general interest to us, and the
occasion was seized to elucidate the philosophy of *‘Liber.
al' Judaism. We had listened with attention to the speaker
whose oratory must have captured the imagination of not
a few. It is, however, conceded that the new cult in
American Israel has come to stay and that the bitter feud

of the past will not avail to scorch the movement. But

this dose not mean, that orthodoxy must lie low and
not resist the invasion of the new cult, which from a nearer
view, pace the CHIEF RaBB! of THE BRITISH EMPIRE, 1s
seen to be but a phosphorescent sheen the accompaniment
of disintegration and decay. DR. CALISCH has painted a

glowing picture of his new-fangled Judaism but those who

have followed the experiment of the last five and seventy
years do not hesitate to pronounce the movement a failure.

RaBei DR. Leo Junc, the spiritual head of the Jewish
Center, New York, and representive of the Jewish Orthodox

World Organization Agudath Israel, in an address deliver-.

ed recently on *The Jews and Jewishness in America’
expressed optimistic views regarding the future of orthodoxy
in America. He pointed out that the failure of Reform
Judaism to restore Jewishness in her camp 1s admitted
by the leaders of the movement themselves. We prefer to
cive a few extracts from the address of Rabbi JUNG, so that
onr readers may not be mislead about the present trend of

“American’’ Judaism. Says the noted Rabbi:—
“A short time ago a leading reform Rabbi said to me, ‘I

admit that reform Judaism is a failure, but you wil} have to
admit that orthodox Judaism is one, too, and I replied, ‘T do

not wish to argue about the failure of the former; it has had -

every opportunity and you admit that it has failed. But as for
orthodoxy—it has never had any opportunity yet. It has h‘ad
no chance to be known in its theory and to be seen in practice
in its full strength and beauty by the American Jew, and t:he::e-
fore it has not failed. It hasn’t even begun to appear in its
clear light. Amcrican Jewry has never rejected Orthodox
Judaism, for American Jewry has never seen what Orthodox
Judaism is.’"”

“Orthodox Judaism, or, as we prefer to call it, Tu’ra}}-tru_e
Judaism, is the genuine historical faith of our people which 18

to express itself through the medium of a genuine Jewish life. It
is as a kingdom of priests and a holy nation that we were called
into being and the great truths of the Fatherhood of God and

the Brotherhood of Man were to be expressed by the mode of

life the Torah prescribes and counsels. *

On the other hand the advocates of reformed Judmsm

do not conceal the following : —

“The Sunday School does not only not impart any positive
knowledge but is the breeding place of atheism and agnosticism.”
(Dr. EMiL G. HirsCH, MENORAH, March, 1903). .

“The congregation does not attend the temple” (HIRSCH, ]b.).

“Our congregations have in the last decades neither improved

in religious matters, nor kept stationary, but have been retro- -

grading” (Dr. ABraM SIMON, February b5, 1903).
In view of such conditions we are not at all sur-

prised to hear that ‘American reform is a complete failure’”
(Prof. C. LEvias, H, U, C. Journal, April, 1903, p. 207).

The above citations are self-explanatory. We have no.

wish to minimize the danger to which we are exposed by

exaggerated statements by the devotees of ‘‘Liberal’.
Judaism. ‘‘Liberal” Judaism, as it is preached to-day in
reform pulpits, contains in it germs of poison which will not
help to save our people from total extinction and annihila-
tion. At the same time, we do not admit that all is well
with orthodoxy. We recognize its weakness, but at the same
time hold that it is capable of re-adjustment along the lines
adumbrated by that Seer of our age, DR. CHAIM
TSCHERNOWITZ, in an article pub'ished in The Jewish Foumn,_
New York, under the caption ‘‘Restoration of the Sanhed-
rin’’. Along those lines indicated by one of the greatest

“Talmudic students of our age, there is hope for the future

and we earnestly call upon our leaders everywhere to take
drastic measures to restore to us those ideals for which our
martyrs and heroes had suffered and bled rather than surren-
der to our enemies. Lo Alman Israel has ever been our
watchword and at no time in our history did we stand 1n
greater need for great spiritual leaders in our miidst than in
these days of Erets Yisrael restoration.

HEBREW AS A LIVING LANGUAGE

Elsewhere in this issue, we publish an interesting im-
pression of a visit to Erets Yisrael by a Jewish lad, in the
course of which he refers to the difficulty he has had for
being unable to speak Hebrew with his fellow-Jews. We
find that similar views were expressed by a Jewess of out-
standing reputation. In the course of an interview given
by Dr. NINA MUELLER-COHEN, social worker, former
member of the Austrian Parliament and well-known Zionist
worker, in the New Palestine, of New York, she says:—

“The Hebrew language is reviving even in Europe. It is
becoming the property of ever mora Jews, In Palestine;, of
course, it is universally spoken. When I travelled there recently,
a8 boy spoke to me in Hebrew and I had to confess that I did
not understand that language, but that I could speak English

or German.. But the boy had lost his desire to tell me anything.

He walked away, saying: ‘Excuse me, I thought you were a
Jewesa!’ ”

to- which I practically owe my life.

“I was critically i11,” I explained to him, “and after having been
refused admission at other similar institutions, I applied to this
hospital for help. That I was a Chinese never seemed to have entered
the heads of the authorities in charge, nor to have the least effect one
way or the other upon their decision to admit me; they seemed to
have considered only the fact that I needed immediate help. I regret
that I cannot say as much of the other institutions.”

“It must be a unique institution,” he said after I had fully
explained to him that the National Jewish Hospital for Consumptives
has come to mean to many a consumptive—just what the OState of
Liberty has meant to many an immigrant from Europe—pe€ace, hope ] |
and opportunity. . . . . . . ¢« ¢ + . o | .

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RADICALISM DENOUNCED

Dr. CALICH admitted that Reform Judaism in America haa gone
too far in dimming the beauties of thc Jewish ceremonies, He, how-
ever, r¢ferred to the movement recently inaugurated to restore that
which in their haste Reform Jews had lost in years gone by. He
alluded to the Sinai Temple at Chicage which was founded by the
late Dr. EMIL G. HIrRscH. Its extreme radicalism was a thing of
the past. To-day it is ministered by Dr. Louis MANN, an able
graduate of the Hebrew Union College, who has actually revived the
Saturday morning services and restored the Sepher Torah to the
Ark, Dr, CALISCH is hopeful of the new movement to resuscitate the
dry bones of refarm Jewry and stem the tide of assimilation in their
camp. He, however, felt that reform was essential for the develop-
ment of Judaism everywhere and saw no reason why certain innova-
tions introduced by them should not be adopted by orthodox Jewry.
He referred to the amount of good work which the leaders of Reform
vudaism were doing in the field of philanthropy. That was an in-
dication that the spirit of Judaism was not totally dead. He pooh-
poohed the idea that Reform Jewry has adopted a religion of con-
venience, to which reference was made in an Editorial note in ISRAEL'S
MESSENGER of November 6. On the contrary, he said that Reform
had laid strong emphasis on Prophetic Judaism which was a
veligion of obedience and not of convenience, He deprecated such
ettacks on the citade¢l of Reform, He felt certain that in the long
1un the reform movement would rally towards the best in Judaism
and discard the radicalism introduced by over-zealous Rabbig in
America.

Mr. ALTMANN,
the General Secretary, was kind enough to
allow me to inspect the classes where the
blind students are taught the Hebrew and
the Torah by “Brail” letters or by dodges.
There is also a music class, the teacher, a
lady, also blind who teaches music on the
piano. In the workshop they learn furniture
weaving, brush making, mat making, baslfet
making, ete, I was informed by the géenial
secretary that among the pupils, of both
gexes, there are two musical bands, and-_they
are often invited to play at public and private
bells which offer them a fair income every
month. The Institute was founded 23 years
ago. It contains forty pupils in all, eight
boys and thirty-two girls. They are housed
in a beautiful building, clean and airy. '1_‘he
secretary tells me that this is the only Blind
Institute for the Jews in the Orient and
managed by the most able communal workers
in Jerusalem, the Board of Directors being:—
Rev. J. SHAPIRA, Mr. MorDECAI BEN HILLEL
HACHEN, Dr. H. KAGAN, Messrs. M. LLAN
and J. ELIASHAR. The Institute deserves
every support from Jews abroad and it 18
hoped that some measure of help will be
extended to it by the generous public.

The Jewish recreation Club was started
about thirteen years ago by a few Jewish

boys whose aim was to establish a club for
voung men to take part in all sports. Foot-
ball was taken up from the first year and
for a number of years only friendly games

were played. Owing to a number of Jewish -

JEWS AND JUDAISM. IN
- AMERICA

INTERESTING LECTURE BY THE REV.
DR. E. N. CALISCH

A meeting of the literary circle of the

Jewish Country, Club was held on Monday,
the 28th ultimo, when Dr. Ebwarp N.
CaLiscH, of Richmond, Virginia, delivered a
lecture on “Jews and Judaism in Americsa,”

hefore an appreciative audience, Mr. N. E. B.
EZRA presided. |

The CHAIRMAN introduced the lecturer in
a few well-chosen words and referred to the
unique occasion which brought the Jews of
the West and the East together.

“JEWISH LIFE IN AMERICA” -

_ .After expreéssing his appreciation of the
\nvitation extended to him, and of the num-
ber that had come to the lecture, despite the
snowy weather, Dr, CALISCH said that he
could touch upon only the salient points of

his topic, “Jewish Life in America.” This .

began in 16568 when two small boatloads of
Sephardic Jews came to New Amsterdam
from South American and West Indian ports.
PETER STUYVESANT, then Governor of New
Amsterdam, at present New York, was not
disposed to permit them to land, but finally
did so upon instructions from the London
Ccmpany and upon the promise that they,
the Jews, would always care for their own
and never become charges upon the public.
This promise has been kept to the letter.

JEWISE POPULATION IN THE
UNITED STATES

“To-day there are about 3 and a half mil-
lion Jews in the United States, made up of
successive layers of Sephardic, Ashkenazie
Polish and Russian Jews, with other classes
represented. The cities of New York,
Philadelphia, Cleveland, Detroit, Chicago and
St. Louis contain at least half, if not more,
of the totals. The original Sephardic settlers
looked down contemptuously upon the later
Ashkenazie arrivals, just as they in their turn
looked down upon the later Polish and Rus-
sian inmigrants, We Jews are just as
snobbish as anyone else, We complain of
class diserimination against us by non-Jews,
but we do the same thing among ourselves.
But his, however, does not prevent us help-

ing each other.

SEPHARDIM JEWS

“The Sephardic element were the spirit-
ual and intellectual leaders of American
Jewry until about the middle of the last
century. Then the Ashkenazie element as-
sumed and still holds the leadership, But
within a generation theé Russian contingent,
by sheer force of numbers, will forge to the

front. 1
JEWS IN CIVIC LIFE

“The Jews mingled freely with American
life and entered into it with earne€st and
grateful spirit. - While possibly not to the
extent as has been the case in England, or
even Italy, vet the Jews in America have
fared very well, politically speaking. There
have been two Jews who have been elected as
governors of States, and this is no small
honour. A number have been U, S. Senators,
and there have beem Congressmen not a few.
There has been one Cabinet member, and
there is one associate justice of the Supreme
Court of the U.S. There are quite a number
of District Court Justices and attorneys. In
the States there have been many Jews
honoured with public office, as also in cities.

NO RELIGIOUS DISCRIMINATION IN

- AMERICA | | |
| “Every man is as good as his neighbour
in the eyes of the law, but human nature is
*l:veak. Men are swayed by passion and pre-
judice, by selfish purposes and by private

interests when casting  ballots. The Con-

stitution, the organic law of the United
States, refuses to recognize any religious

discrimination. A man’s religion does not

enter into his qualification for office. But the
heart of the electorate does mot keep pace
with the high standard of the law. Though
state and church are completely separated

yet religious antagonism plays some part in

almost every election, There are some
Protestante who voice the. fear that the

Catholic Church is seeking to control the °

American Government and make it subservient

.to Rome. There are many Christians who

do not love the Jews. There are about 85
million  Protestants, about 22 million
Catholics and 3 and a half million Jews. It
is doubtful if a Cathoic or Jew could be elect-
ed to the Presidency in this generation. Yet,
as has been said, in other offices, high and
low, Jews have been many times honoured.

SOCIAL OSTRACISM y

“Socially also the American people ar
behind the English and some European coun-
tries, that is as far as as the Jews are con-
cerned., There is a degree of social ostraciam.
There are some clubs and hotels and resorts
and apartment houses which will not accept
Jews as members or guests or tenants, yet
on the whole Jews and non-Jews mingle free-
ly, and there are many close friendships be-
tween Jews and Christians. It is, as is the
political condition, a contradiction of the
ideals of democracy. But sncobbishness is a

universal human trait and the Jews, among

others, are victims of it. The main cause

for this is feminine. The women are the
staunchest church members and they have
been brought up on the traditions of the
cerucifixion story.

WELL ORGANIZED COMMUNITY

“Communally the Jews are well organized
and active. Social, intellectual and philan-
thropic activities are carried on through
many organizations and with much energy
and earnestnrss. Social work has become
a vocation. 'Men and women are trained to
take charge of community centres, of neigh-
bourhood settlements, of Y. M. H, A.s and
Y. W. H. A's to direct classes, drama, music,
debates, literary exercises, recreation, etc,
These centres are mostly the adjuncts of the
synagogne often in the same building, and
are used daily by the young folks especially
when housed =eparately they are frequently
very handsome and commodious edifices with
class rooms, libraries, lecture halls, gymasium
and the essentials of social and intellectual
activity.

SOME NOTABLE ACHIEVEMENTS

“And they do much ¢to stimulate the
literary and dramatic talent of the young
people, as well as to acquaint them with
Jewish history, law and literature. There is
far more literary activity among American
Jews than is generally supposed. There are
numerous newspapers in Enghsh, Yiddish
and pure Hebrew, and magazines and
periodicals. There are quite a number of
Yiddish daily papers and several with very
large circulation. There are Yiddish theatres

-~ and companies of actora There is an in-

creasing number of Jewish authors, poets,
dramatists and essayists, who are winning
taurels in the English world of letters. The
librarvies of the Hebrew Union College at
Cincinnati and the Jewish Theological Semin-
ary at New York are large and contain very
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valuable collections of Hebrew lore¢ and
literature It has been said more than once
that America is assuming the intellectual and
gcholarly hegemony of world Jewry.

THE PIONEERS OF REFORM

“Religiously speaking Jewigh life in
America, while certainly not perfect, is far
from being in the deplorable condition that
many imagine. The Reform movement be-
ran about the middle of the past century
under the leadership of such men as ISAAC
M. Wisg, DAviD EINHORN, SAMUEL HIRSCH,
K. KoHLER, MAX LILLIENTHAL and others.
The purpose was to express Judaism in the

terms of the age, to make it intelligible and -

acceptable to a generation of American born
Jews. There was no disturbance of essential
doctrines of faith, only a change in method
of worship, in ceremonials and ritualistic ob-
gservance. The reforms instituted may briefly
be summed up as follows:—translation of the
ritual into the vernacular, abolition of cover-
ing of the head, the introduction of family
pews and instrumental as well as vocal music_al
serviceze on Sabbath and holy days, the dis-
carding of the second day observance of holi-
days, and the dietary laws. The last named
.was not so much intentional as it was the
outcome of conditions, as ‘happens in many
communities, and I believe is the case even
here in Shanghai, that people, earnestly de-
sirous of living according to orthodox manner
yet are prevented by unavoidable circum-
stances from observing the dietary laws
as elaborated in Rabbinic legislation.

NO NEW MOVEMENT IN JEWISH
HISTORY -

‘““Reform is no new thing in the history
of Judaism. From ABARHAM to Moses and
from MosSEs to the Prophets, and from the
Prophets to the destruction of the Temple
there were transformations in manner and
method of worship, aye even in conceptions
of God and of human relationship to Him.
The destruction of the Temple caused a
tremendous reform in Jewish life. With the
Temple went also the altar, the priesthood,
the whole sacrificial cult. Possibly the Jew of

that day thought Judaism had come to an

end when he was no longer able to bring
. sacrifices in the manner prescribed in the
Bible. But Rabbi YOHANAN BEN ZAKKAl
_enunciated the principle. ‘““Tefillah bimkaum

P St W
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karbanah” that prayer could take the place
of burnt offerings. It was a noble reform
and it was one that the great prophets had
foreshadowed in their inspired ideals.

JEWISH PERSECUTION FOR TWO
THOUSAND YEARS FULLY JUSTIFIED!!!

“A slight acquaintance with Jewish
hiztory reveals the fact that the Jews have
been influenced by the culture and the
civilization of the peoples among whom their
lot had been cast in the centuries of their
wanderings. And they in turn have in-
fluenced others. There are some who regard
the destruction of the Temple and the down-
fall of Jerrusalem as a calamity and mak-
its recurring anniversary a day of fasting
and mourning. To me it does not appear 8o.
On the contrary I regard it as a great step

of progress, perhaps the greatest next to the -

exodus from Egypt itself, and if I obs:rved
Tishe Babh at all I would make it a day
of joyous celebration, like the Seder evening.
For it was really a second exodus for tlle
people of Israel, when they went out on their
mission among all the nations of the world,
to become a world-wide kingdom of priests.

It is my belief that the scattering of the

Jews throughout the world has paved the
way for the religious education of the world
through Christianity and Mohammedanism,
and that the signs are not wanting that these
are turning back to the mother that bore
them, hastening the day when the essential
spirit of Judaism shall receive world-wide
recognition and acceptance, as the law that
came out of Zion and the word of God from

Jerusalem. _
- HISTORIC JUDAISM

“The reform movement in American has
heen the salvation of Judaism in America.
Its leaders are no le:s devout, no less loyal,
no less lovers of all things Jewish than all
the leaders of orthodoxy. It is simply a
question of method, a difference of schools,
and each is a servant of the Most High.
There is a Rabbinic saying that when tle
Temple was destroyed an iron wall that had
grown up between. Israel and his God had
been thrown down. Reform Judaism has
thrown down a wall that had, through eéxtreme
Rabbinic legislation, grown up between the

" Jew and a true and spiritual conception of

his faith and his God. It has made Judaism
not only known to the Jew, but to the non-

None would be so fatuous as to deny,
But under the leadership of the Reform
movement Jewish life in America is to-day
active, virile, wholesome and loyal, and its
woreghip is an intelligent expression of the
highest ideals and -the noblest principles of
historic Judaism.” ‘

The CHAIRMAN in opening the meeting
for discussion said that they were privileged
that night to see things from a different
angle. There were points adduced by the
lecturer which should give them food for
thought. After referring to the points. of
disagreements which the audience were bound
to feel, the CHAIRMAN said:—

JewISH LIFE IN AMERICA is a study in
itself.. It has behind it a rich history full of
notable achievements that are worthy of
emulation. We Jews living in the East derive
much of our inspiration from the Jews living
in the West. We follow their lead. We listen to
their dicta and hearken to their edicts, In some

' places American Jewry is looked upon as the

“rich uncle” ready to dole out millions of
dollars, wherewith to provide bread to the
hungry, water to the thirsty and the opening

.of the prison to them that are bound. Hap-

pily, the “rich uncle” is still going strong
despite his old age and his fine record of
work well done¢ in the sphere of philanthropy.
ever since the Great War began in 1914. Dr,
CALISCH need not be told what a great in-
fluence for good America is wielding every-
wherd. We are beginning to realise that our
great men, our great scholars and thinkers
and our great seats of learning are to be
found in America. It is not improbable that
in the course of a few decades, a powerful
centre of Jewish learning will bud and
blossom in the heart of Erets Yisrael, but,
nevertheless, America will stili remain what
she is to-day the pride and envy of world
Jewry. It is a remarkable fact that to-day.
London Jewry is indebted to America for
three spiritual leaders, the first and foremost
being the Very Rev. Dr. Hertz, the Chief
Rabbi of the British Empire. The recent
drive launched in the United States for
twenty million dollars for Erets Yisrael and
the relief of Russian Jewry is another indica-
tion of the greatness and the vitality of
American Jewry,

TRUTHS AND ERRORS

“Dr. CALISCK has demonstrated certain
truths and dispelled certain errors which
should help us to understand each other
better, . He comes to our shores as a result
of good work done in his own community. He
is enjoying his Sabbatical year, but, never-
theless, he agreed to “break” his Sabbath by
accepting our invitation to lecture to us to-
day. He 'had emphasised his identification

with the “Liberal” wing of Judaism in

America. It is evident to -any casual observer
that the controversy between reform and
orthodoxy is waning and coming to a close.
Both wings have decided to stand at opposite
poles, .The situation' is becoming more con-
fused than clarified. In Talmudic times when
it was impossible to settle some disputes on
the questions of Halacha, our Sages were
wont to ray, “Teeku,” which is. composed of
initials of the words, “TiSHBlI YETARREZ

Kisuyors UTIRRUSIM.” Our TisHBI will yet

come to help us solve our problems. To my
mind, the restoration of Erets Yisrael and

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produced heroes and martyrs for Kidush
Hashem, rather than surrender one iota of
the eternal verities of Judaism., And yet it
is our incumbént duty to resist the new in-
vasion and uphold our great principles at all
cost. -

The mere fact that he was instru-
mental in giving information to the Spanish Consulate
regarding the existence of a ring of opium smugglers in
Shanghai, is sufficient to entitle him to comtriendatlon from
the Bench. Due to his own efforts and persistent attention
to the case by repeated conferences at his lawyer's office
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that the gang of wrong-doers were raided qucce_ssflfl]y
by the police, and if it were not for the application
lodged by him at the Spanish Consulate for_a warrant, the
probabilities are that the association of criminals, 1n the
words of Commander G. D. Musso, ‘‘would have gone on
working their refarious schemes without the kpowledge of
the police.”” All this is matter of evidence which was su_b-
itted to the Court and which calls for no further emphasts.

The finding of the Mixed Court that Mr. EZRA “was at no

time a joint owner of the opium,’” is a direct reply to the

voice of calumny raised against him by one local 'rep'tlle
press, which played a most disgraceful role from beginning
to end, in order to mislead the public about Mr. EzrRA'S
conduct in the case. The judgment given by the
above tribunal is now public property. With all‘ c!ue
respect to the latter, we still cling to the opinion
that Mr. DADUNASHVILI was the real owner of the opium,
and we would not be surprised if one day he will be in
a position to revive the case. His inability to be present
" at the hearing, owing to the obstruction placed in his wav
