The rise in real estate values last year has kept pace without
interruption for which a variety of reasons are given, chief among
which is the disturbed conditions outside Shanghai. Other reasons
include the growth of the population, the increase in its purchasine
power owing to increased wages, the improvegd stability of the Chinese
Government with its capital in Nanking, the considerable increase
of trade as revealed by Customs statistics, the restrictions in the
extension of the Settlements beyond their limits, and the accumula-
tion of wealth in Shanghai seeking safety. Last, but not least, is

UNBIASSED VIEWS OF ENGLISHMEN ON THE J.N.F.

-childhood it was thrilling to see those sacred
places just bursting with tradition and

romance., Every squarefoot of earth has its

story to tell. But it was more than thriling
to see the work of young J udea, lovely Hadar
Hacarmel with its neat stone houses and
shops, its amphitheatre, and its splendid High
School. It was pleasant to stroll through Bath
Galim by the sea, another Jewish residentia}
suburb of Haifa, with its cheerful little baon-
ga]o‘_ws. In' years to come this pretty spot
.80 rightly named the Daughter of the Waves
will be a popular holiday resort. -
From Haifa we motored to Nakmrasim
after having obtained permits to visit Ruttemn-
berg’s Hydro-Electric Power Station by the
Jordan. It was a lovely drive. When we
drove out of the city we passed two flourish.
Ing Jewish enterprises, the “Shemen” oil
factory and the “Nesher” cement works, and
could see the labourers hewing at the lime-
stone rock and earrying it in great lumps to
the factory. Flashing by trees laden with
pomegranates and ancient olive trees we
skirted Nahallal, famous for ity Agricultural
School for Girls, and soon our way lay
th,rqugh preity Nazareth among the hills of
Galilee, where Jesus spent his boyhood. Om
we went, winding in and out the hills, til}
“in the distance far, far ‘below we saw the
Emek, the Vale of Jezreel, with its acres and
acres of wheat, It is a wide expanse of
country and very fertile. Dotted here and
there appeared groups of houses, and we were

- told they were the Jewish colonies of Balfouria,

Afule and Merchavia. Wae passed the very
edge of the wood planted in Balfour's memory

and also the rounded top of Mount Tabor,
where Barak assembled the thousands of

Zebulun and Naphtali who dashed down and
