We shall now take up the point raised by Srr JouN Hore SIMPSON regarding the
protection of the interests of the Arabs. The protection clause regarding non-Jews is
expressed thus in the mandate:—“It being clearly understood that nothing shall be

- done which may prejudice the civil and religious® rights of existing non-Jewish com-

munities in Palestine. . . . .” It may be asked whether the establishment of the

- Jewish National Home is to be subordinate to and controlled by the above reservation.

A cursory glance at this clause would signify that this reservation relates to ctvil and

religious rights only, - or in other words it provides for non-Jews in Palestine the

enjoyment of such rights. The provision is so framed as not to create new substitutive
tl']i‘ﬂ'ht.s nor does it contain any new classification of rights. An authority defined it
us:— - - |

“Civil and religious rights are 'euhily distinguishable from political rights.

Political rights are directly concermed with . the nstitution and administration of

government, Different opinions may be entertained as to the meaning and construe-

tion of the term ‘National Home' s contemplated in the Declaration, but the basis

of the National Home is eesentially political.” |

The civil rights that are guaranteed by law are the rights to acquire property,
the right to trade, protection by law ete. Beyond this the reservation does not extend.
In the case of non-Jews all of these rights only apply. Our readers will notice that the
Jews are not mentioned in this protection clause for the obvious reason that it is
unnecessary to include them. The same authority as quoted above explains it thus:—
- “The Jewish rights were merged into the Declaration, so that all the provi-
sions, all the principles &nd all the rights which ‘the Declaration contemplated
establishing for the whole .Jewish people, applied equally to the Jews in Palestine.
" The protection clause applied only toeliens to the Jewish Home., The inference
therefore is plainly deducible that the Declaration favouring the establishment of
the Jewish Homeland is a superior grant to the Jewish people, for if interpreted
