no means of exit are left for them. Roumania,
Poland, Lithuania, are centres which have

stunted the life of the Jew and barred his
road. to progress and even_ to a bare living,
Mr. Brown has seen all their afflictions and
heard their cry of distress and even shed

 tears over their hopeless outlook. He .will

tell us some of the sad incidents in their life
and the bardsblpa they have to suffer and
endure, It is sad to contemplate. that not-

withstanding " the strides - wbich_ civitization’

has made in recent years, our people are
still subject to the hard and harsh rules of
their taskmasters. Mr. Brown will not hide
anything from us; ‘he will depict to us ‘the
bad and the sad aspects of Jewish life and
the sufferings to which they are subject in-
semi-civilized Eastern Europe.

A Labour of Love

- 1 have said that Mr. Brown is a
representative Jew. All those who read his
weekly journal, The American Habrew, will
realise the position he holds in American
Israel. Nothing human is foreign to kim;
He is seldom on a vacation. He jis a firm
believer of what Aristotle said, that “the end
of labour is to gain leisure, that leisure ig

- seldom gained. It is all labour, and no end,

till life’s end.” In my conversation with him,
he revealed to me the love he bears for the
people from whom he has sprung and his
desire to be of service to them. Mr. Brown
is not without opponents and detractors. As
a leader who moulds public opinion, he clashes
with a number of critics who do not see eye
to eye with him. The fierce battles he has
ought and won, have turned his hair grey.
Right now he is in the midst of a stormy
discussion in the American Jewish Press. for
his alleged interview given to the Polish Press,
and this is likely to be revived when he lands
in his home again. Mr. Brown assures me
that he is just as much devoted to the up-
building of the Jewish National Homeland
as any one who calls himiself a Zionist, He
loves to label himself a non-Zionist.
Zionist, and yet he works for Palestine and
contnbutes his usual quota of time and money.
He made it clear -that he is deeply -attached
